The project consists of construction of a roof over the Jeffers Park Multi-Purpose Pad/Outdoor Rink, which is owned by
the Lavington Community Association. The multi-purpose pad/ice rink is used spring, summer and fall for basketball,
pickle ball, yoga, ball hockey and community events. During the winter months, the refrigerated pad is used as an ice
skating rink. The multi-use pad/outdoor rink are frequented by residents from the District of Coldstream as well as
Electoral Area "D. Students from Lavington Elementary School use the rink for physical education classes. During the
winter, the rink needs to be shoveled, scraped and flooded multiple time a day depending on snowfall, which is all done
by local volunteers. The Lavington Community Association has organized a "Raise the Roof" project with the intention of
installing a roof over the multi-use pad/ice rink to allow for a longer ice season and provide shelter during the summer
months for community events.

Dale Hand Launch Parking Lot and Traffic Flow Study

This project will engage a Qualified Environmental Professional (QEP) to undertake a costing plan, design, approvals,
supervision and sign-off for a remediation plan for Hanson Park. The Park is enjoyed by residents of Electoral Area "E"
and is a popular tourist destination. The Park and park structures suffered damage from Shuswap River overflowing
early in 2020. Higher water levels have been experienced over the past few years and is anticipated to continue due to
climate change. In order to protect the park structures, a QEP will develop a plan and design to mitigate damage in the
future.

Hunters Range Recreation Site Trail Signage

Installation of approximately 320 new and rehabilitated signs on trails in the Hunters Range Recreation Site, located in
the back country approximately 30 kms from the City of Enderby. Under agreement with the Ministry of FLNRORD, the
Hunters Range Snowmobile Association (HRSA) is responsible for managing and maintaining groomed trails, chalets
and various riding areas in the Hunters Range. The area provides some of the best alpine snowmobiling in Canada with
over 90 kms of marked groomed trails, as well as opportunities for back country hiking in summer months. The HRSA is
installing signs to improve safety for those venturing into the back country, as well as to attract new people to the area.
